Fellowship classification criteria

In general, fellowships or disinterested grants are to enable the participants to pursue independent research, training, and original study that are focused on the education and training of recipients and NOT for the benefit of the grantor. When the proceeds, money, or value of services received in exchange for services rendered, are contingent upon a service requirement, (we know it as work), the amount received is deemed to be employee wages or payments to an independent contractor. U.S. Treasury Regulation 1.117 summarized as follows:

Payment for services. For purposes of [IRC 117 (c)], a fellowship grant represents payment for services when the grantor requires the recipient to perform services in return for the granting of the fellowship. A requirement that the recipient pursue studies, research, or other activities primarily for the benefit of the grantor is treated as a requirement to perform services. A requirement that a recipient furnish periodic reports to the grantor for the purpose of keeping the grantor informed as to the general progress of the individual, however, does not constitute the performance of services. A fellowship grant conditioned upon either past, present, or future teaching, research, or other services by the recipient represents payment for services under this section.
